On the other hand I cannot say the pictures were what I 
wanted, often good as realtor's pictures to show off some feature when I really wanted to see something else, like how 
a fireplace actually fit in a great room space, was there a space for logs, how would logs for burning be brought into 
the area, how much mess. Pictures were far too few for me, seemed designed to sell the house, not show me how I 
would live in it. Also, maybe good to show that a log home has, well, logs, almost everywhere. While they have their 
own beauty, I can see how that might also be a little over-bearing, maybe difficult to get away from. Overall, good to 
consider whether a log home is really what I want. I found I was often looking for enough changes to floor plans that I 
would question whether it was worthwhile to use a specific plan to begin with.1 of 1 people found the following 
review helpful.
