This
volume was published in 1917 as part of his series"Tuck-Me-In Tales'. He was a contemporary of Thornton Burgess,
who wrote between 1910 and the 1950's, and his style, themes and characters are very similar to those of Burgess. The
Newark Evening News, as quoted in a Wikipedia article, described hiswork asfollows: "Mr. Bailey centered all his
plotsin the animal, bird and insect worlds, weaving natural history into the storiesin away that won educator's
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approval without arousing the suspicions of his young readers. He made it a habit to never ‘write down' to children and
frequently used words beyond the average juvenile vocabulary, believing that youngsters respond to the stimulus of
the unfamiliar." That description is exactly spot on for this book and for the other books that are Kindle freebies on the
site; it looks like all 40 are available for download. These books are cheerful, inventive and exciting. They do not
minimize the dangers of the animal world. While the Burgess books, ("Old Mother West Wind", "Danny Meadow
Mouse", and so on), are a bit mild and sentimental, the charactersin Bailey's books can be grumpy and predatory, and
will bite when aroused. That said, thisis not "The Call of Wild", filled with violence and survival tales. Traditional
virtues - honesty, reliability, loyalty, perseverance - are encouraged and rewarded. And the stories are generally
peaceful and calm, as befits collections of bedtime stories.So, if you would to sample an older, but not ol df ashioned,
set of talesfor your littler listeners/readers, it seems that this volume or asimilar volume, (just pick your favorite
animal), might serve very well.3 of 3 people found the following review helpful.

About the AuthorArthur Scott Bailey (November 15, 1877 October 17, 1949) was an American writer. He was the
author of more than forty children's books. He was born in St. Albans, Vermont, United States, the second child of
Winfield Scott Bailey and Harriet Sarah Goodhue Bailey attended St. Albans Academy and graduated in 1896, in a
class of only eleven other students. He then went on to the University of Vermont in Burlington, Vermont, where he
became involved in afraternal organization, SigmaPhi. He left UVM in 1901 and transferred to Harvard, where he
earned his bachelor's degree. After graduating Harvard in 1902, Bailey traveled to Chicago and put his knowledge of
growing up in his father's store to good use, becoming a wholesale grocery merchant. This lasted until 1904, when
Bailey travelled to New Y ork City and became an editor for various publishers. Which publishers these wereis
unknown, with the exception of the Macaulay Company, where he was working in early 1915. Hiswork also includes
the comic strip Animal Whys, which was syndicated in 1937. Bailey was known for being an intellectual, and was a
member of the Salamagundi Club of New Y ork. In terms of religion, Bailey was a Unitarian and politically, he was a
Republican of the old school. Bailey died on October 17, 1949, at 71 years of age. Allen W. Goodspeed grew up to
become the Professor Emeritus of Forest Management at West Virginia University; and has a scholarship named in his
honor. He died on September 30, 1991, and had 10 grandchildren.
